For bicyclists, the Bitterroot Trail’s 2016 addition from Missoula to Lolo is the final stretch of the pathway extending through Hamilton and providing 50 miles of safe, paved surface to explore the Bitterroot Valley.  The Trail is minutes away from your vacation home.  Hikers may choose from dozens of well-marked, scenic trails along the Bitterroot Range.

The rivers, streams, and lakes of western Montana are renowned fisheries.  In addition, they provide myriad opportunities for boaters, rafters, canoeists, and kayakers.  Any number of local businesses would love to outfit and/or guide water adventure-seeking visitors.  This home is a 20 minute walk to the Bitterroot River where guests can stroll and fish along the river’s channels at Chief Looking Glass State Park.
